Notwithstanding the general terms of this policy, the 
collection, use, and disclosure of personal information may 
be made outside of the terms herein to the extent provided 
for in any applicable privacy or other legislation in effect 
from time to time, or pursuant to court orders

INPS may disclose personal information to another entity 
purchasing (including for diligence purposes prior to 
purchase) the assets of INPS, provided that entity abides 
by this or a similar privacy policy.
